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Purpose and Scope

The purpose of this procedure is to provide the information necessary to perform the Pest Control Monitoring Inspection at the desired frequency as well as the procedures followed by the external agency during the once per month*(frequency decided by facility) inspections. 
Frequency

An external agency maintains rodent traps, bait stations and fly lights once a month.

The pest control traps and fly lights are to be inspected each morning* by Trained Designee during the pre-operational inspection. 
Procedure

Once per Month* Inspection (external agency)

The external pest control company will complete a Service Report as a record of the inspections being performed.  The form is signed and dated by the pest control company employee.

Traps are located in all areas that would permit the possible entrance of pests. Locations of the all the traps and the fly traps must be available in the pest control maps. 
The list of chemicals used, the concentration in accordance with label instructions, and the method of application should be available in Pest Control Binder. A copy of the technicians’ licenses should also available in the pest control binder.  The maintenance of the information in the binder is the responsibility of the Pest Control Company, e.g. updating chemical information, licenses, etc. 
Daily*Inspection (in-house)

1. During the pre-operational inspection, the Plant Operations Manager and/or Trained designee will tour the establishments, both inside and out, and locate each of the trap and fly lights. The rodent traps and fly lights should be located in accordance with the map and numbered appropriately. 

a) Check the condition of the bait station. Is it situated against the wall correctly? Is the bait station damaged? Is the bait station blocked in any way? 

b) Visually evaluate the fly lights to check for damage, excess flies on glue board, etc. 

2. Document all findings on the Pre-Op Log Form or the pest control record.
Deviation Procedures

Any deviation that occurs, the monitor will record all findings.  A food safety risk assessment will be conducted involving the appropriate parties as per the Food Safety Assessment Procedure.  If food safety has been compromised, product will be placed on HOLD for product disposal.
